VA Barcodes: A new threat to your personal information. It's so simple it's scary. And 
all an identity thief needs is a Smartphone. It can happen to anyone. Every year, millions 
are the victims of identity theft. Criminals steal driver's licenses, credit cards and Social 
Security numbers. Now throw Smartphone into the mix and a free app putting all of us at 
risk. When it comes to identification, barcodes are being used all the time. So keep an eye 
out and know what kind of information your barcode contains as apps are everywhere 
and will only get more sophisticated. The VA is making progress. Once their system is 
overhauled, they said Social Security numbers won't be used on any documents like 
badges and patient ID cards, but that's a massive project and could take years.   
Vet Deaths.   The National World War II Museum reports that more than 900 World War 
II veterans die every day. In 2010, more than 103,000 of the 8 million veterans active 
during the Vietnam War died, according to the U.S. Department of Veterans' Affairs, a 
number that has spiked over the last decade.
